Through consistent expression of care in practical ways such as the dental and optometry teams, and 
through spiritual ministry programs at weekly Bible Clubs, Christmas and Easter programs, and Camp of the

2009 was also a year of economic and financial challenge and the decision to close My Brother’s House 

Transition Home for young men.  After successfully transitioning the last young men, it was also a priority to 
provide a transition plan for faithful employee Vasile Holerga and his family.  Hear from Vasile, in his own 
words, in the following greeting on this page and the next! 

“Like you can see in the picture, our children grew a lot in the last year. Maria, our older daughter is 
almost 16 now and she started the high school. She likes to read 
and this increases her vocabulary and I am glad that in the near 
future she will write a part of my articles (it’s just a half of joke in 
this idea!).  Daniel (13) and Mirela (12) jumped in the 7th class. 
Daniel started to help me at some web design elements, editing 
some images and Mirela is more present in the kitchen, near 
Cristina. I don’t know if she will discover later a professional 
vocation, but I believe that she will be a very good mother. 

Looking closer to the fathers of the faith we can observe 
that they grew in their long waiting periods rather than by 
checking their fulfilled expectations. They had their own dreams 
and many times they was generated by God’s promises but like in 
the music, where the silence has the same importance like the 
sounds, in our life it is a time to tear down and a time to build

up… A time to throw stones and a time to gather stones… A time to be silent and a time to speak (Ecl.3:3-7).  
Sometimes God doesn’t respond to our expectations because in His love He prepares something better, but for 
this we need to wait His time. If He will close a door He will open another one.  
 

I worked 16 years with Heart of Hope, they were the best years of my life until now and it was not easy to see 
that door closing. I don’t know if this is just a “comma” or a “period”, I continue to meet and fellowship with 
Debbie Marshall and I am glad to help according with my power this foundation that means so much for many 
of us. I am still part of the Romanian board and I am glad because our relationship was not affected by this 
circumstance. We know that none of us wanted this situation, but God has His plan and we need to listen His 
voice and understand Him rather than to complain. 
 

In that moment, in summer 2009, I had to choose another way but to keep the direction. Because we could not 
know where we’ll move our residence in the next months / years I had to choose a flexible activity, something 
that will be available in Sibiu, Fagaras or any another area. This new career had to be also an integrative one 
in my ministry visions. Keeping the desire to work in the future with other young people, I had to learn 
something new that I could teach them later; something useful and in accordance with the times that we live, 
and of course choosing an activity with financial potential.   
 

In this way I chose to become involved in the internet business domain. I had some knowledge about this and I 
started to create some Romanian websites, with some e-shopping functions. Additionally, to make some video 
editing jobs and to continue to study more about this complex domain including Search Engine Optimizing 
issues, different soft integration and (the bigger challenge) writing English articles and blogs for the US 
visitors.  I am also interested to invest more energy and resources in Virtual Real Estates (VRE), where a 
domain is like a house or land in the real world. You can buy it, building something there and sell it (or rent it). 
The potential of each property is different and the same in the VRE world. 
 

My desire is to create a large virtual platform that will make a fit between the decent interests of people (using 
them like a magnet) and their real need (to meet Christ and to be saved). If this system will be a self sustaining 
one it will be even better.  The other way I hope that I will be able to cover our needs is by working in other 
internet areas.
